Range maintains Community Advisory Panels made up of local individuals from a variety of 
backgrounds in the company’s core operating region.

Tra�c
Range works with local governments, �rst responders, school districts and safety o�cials to develop tra�c 
coordination plans. These plans look at site speci�c conditions that help minimize tra�c impacts during operations. 

Additionally, Range posts signage on local roadways to ensure employees and contractors follow the approved 
tra�c routes and any other site speci�c tra�c conditions.

All Range drivers and contractors participate in regular driving training courses. In Pennsylvania, 
Range employs a host of tra�c management personnel and practices, including roving tra�c monitors, restricted 
speed limits and GPS technology to ensure the tra�c coordination plan is followed.
